Yas made it his duty to keep 
up with Trooper Jonathan Biven, the leader of the K1L trips for the past ten years. 
Trooper Jonathan exclaimed at the K1L-3 dinner Friday night that "Yas was almost in 
my trunk he followed so closely!" After that comment, Yas told me that Rick Poage 
would be proud of him, recalling similar circumstances during a trip to southwestern 
Virginia. 

Doreen and Yas joined NVCC in 2018, keeping dual membership 
with ODCC. Yas served as Officer at Large (OAL) under Mike Gilli-
land and George Durk. We will all remember Yas's great contribu-
tion to the club starting Corvettes and Tacos in Sterling and rais-
ing money for the Club's charities. Doreen was our Social Chair-
person, keeping all of our many events organized on the calendar 
and, of course, managing the annual Banquet Committee for 
three years in a row. The loss of them is truly devastating. They 
are survived by their only son, Jason.
