American History Lesson: The 1955 Corvette

By Cassidy Nolen

Now in its third production year, the Corvette bed¢a mature. The car not only came with a few numier choices this year but
also came with the first V8 powered model.

Now in its second year, the anticipated goal offtetory shift to St. Louis was to handle a prodéhctine of close to 10,000 units
annually. This fell short in 1953 at only 3,64@adsters being produced. The number fell evenduiith1955, seeing just 700 cars
produced.

The differences for this model year are very diffico follow. Little documentation exists to cawbe unique options, colors,
engines, electrical changes, wheels and salesogdhar. The 1954 models entered the 1955 seaormver 1000 unsold cars and
this affected the entire Corvette nameplate. Tggneers pressed on, and for the first time thecaare with an optional V8; the 265
cubic inch, 195 horsepower motor that would some @iorvette its roots in American muscle. Theyea#'s are thought to be all




equipped with the Powerglide automatic transmissiatii mid-model year when the manual transmissegsear. Documentation
exists supporting about 75-80 of the cars beingpgea as manuals, all V8 powered. The engine ppiso included a 12-Volt
electrical system while the Blue Flame 6 cylindetamed the older 6 Volt system.

The V8 equipped models were given a gold V thatced the scripted V on the fenders. Original V8/@red cars today are easy to
identify by looking at the frame indentation toalehe fuel pump mounted on the side of the engirtés does not exist on the six
cylinder cars as there is no clearance issue. nAar@ide heater cutoff was also spliced into thatéiehose on the V8's, presumably
due to the extra heating ability of the new “powant’ and the systems inability to draw in coogdh air.

The day “officially” started with all of the studenand parents in the classroom with Miriam ScimatJdhe head instructor, for a bit.
Like years before, Miriam carefully explained theypics behind car control and why cars do what tteey| could tell, just like the
other driving schools, the kids were eager to gétrd the wheel but Miriam still held their attemtiand conveyed the crucial
information that they needed to really benefit frira day. When she finally released them andtbent back out to their cars you
could just feel the excitement in the air. Theisks kvere ready to go. There were five real woKdreises that the drivers
participated in; The Slalom, The Egg, Car MainteramBraking and the Skid Pad. I'll briefly explaach one.

The Slalom was just that. A series of cones seéh @pwinding pattern which helped the
kids learn the weight transfer, turning radius’d general behavior of their cars as they
drove. This was a relatively low speed exerciseetdly help the kids pay attention to
the car itself. After the driving school earliara007, many of the parents asked if we
could incorporate some sort of backing up exenzidgelp the children learn to reverse
safely. So, at the end of the Slalom, the kidstgoéverse in a straight line and then
into a box before leaving the exercise area antihgdback into line.

Sounds simple, right? Well, not so much. Theresvagiite a few cones gobbled up at
the slow speeds going forward. Once the kidsmotthe reverse section of the course,
it was apparent why the parents requested us té.adithny of the cones in this part of
the Slalom were flattened from being run over sayrtames. The great thing was that
no matter what group we had at this exercise, by tast few runs the children had calmed down,ensamcentrating and were
making great improvements on their ability to drikie slalom as well as reversing while really nmaiimng control of their cars.

The Egg exercise was a small, clockwise, semi-coatse of cones with
a bit higher speed than the Slalom. It really taube kids a lot about
how the weight shifts in a car and how easily tbay under steer.
Under steer is when the front of the car doesumat in the direction the
tires are pointed but just keeps plowing aheadgttta Some of the kids
had a really hard time with this exercise. Therirgors had to really
push them to their limits so they would actuallgrie something from
their efforts. Many of them didn’t want to go falstough the course,
but if they didn’t they wouldn’t have learned asahu The point was to show them how the abruptishiof weight would unsettle
the car and cause it to do things they didn’t vttt do. Many a cone at this exercise was flateas well.

The next exercise was the Car Maintenance ses3ibis. exercise was also added as a result of tempeomments from the school
earlier this year. Students and parents were tahgtbasics of car maintenance and how to maletheir vehicles were safe to be
on the road. They were shown many things fronbtimcs of checking their oil, brake fluid, tire gsares and lug nut tightness to




even changing a tire. With the help of Tire Vane @f the sponsors, students who were interestedlfcgot to change their own
tires and put on their spares. You never know wthenskill will come in handy. Over 50% of spdires have low tire pressure but
most people never find this out until they realbed that spare tire. Many of the students thatrealjzed the importance of
checking not only the tire pressure of the fowgion the ground, but also of the one in the trunk.

The next exercise was the Braking exercise. Tl \gas to teach students how the car reacted whikrgency braking in a straight
line, while turning and also while braking in anstdcle avoidance situation. We learned earlisrybar that most drivers have never
even felt their ABS turn on and didn’t even knouwattit existed. One of the goals for the brakingreise was to teach the students
what the ABS system felt like when it modulated pleelal. When confronted with the ABS modulationthef brake pedal, some
people actually let off of the brake, which for adus reasons, is an extremely dangerous situatioe parent and student actually
realized that their ABS system was not workingliat a

The students really got to feel how the car steargthandled when the brakes were applied in amgamey situation. When | say
emergency | mean the instructors had to have sdite dids put their entire body weight into theke pedal to stop the car as many
of them were just too timid. The smell of burnimgpber and brakes were quite strong in this areheoéxercise. At one point the
students were directed toward a cone in the midfitkeir path and the instructor told them leftright at the last second, mimicking

a real life scenario where there is an obstaclpgeoson, in front of them. The students were th#d the cone was a real person and if
they hit it they would have probably killed somelgodany cones were punted across the parkingh@ny more were dragged for
yards. The reality of the exercise was very staytlo many of the students.

The last exercise, and | must say my favorite, thasSkid Pad. Two circles, a big one and a small
one, were set up in a figure eight. The parkirigMas flooded with water and laundry detergent
making it extra slippery. The students were askettive around the circles at a medium rate of
speed. The purpose of this exercise was to rehtyv the kids what under steer and over steer was
and how to control the car if the situation occdrrén the slippery environment the kids learned
what the car felt like when the rear end begaride ®ut on them as well as when the front tires

lost traction. They learned to recognize the toacketting go and they learned how to correct the
behavior. Many of them also learned what it wks tb loose control of the steering of the car and
how to bring it back.

The Securitas hospitality table was located in kemthe Braking exercise and the Skid Pad so Ihedtthese exercises the most. |
saw the face of every kid who came off of the Skatl and almost every single one was smiling fromaeear. Did | mention that
the parents were given the opportunity to drivedigh many of the exercises for one run as well2wWol though the kids were
smiling..

Yes, they had fun but they also learned somethiigst of us learn from our mistakes. When drivingar, these mistakes can often
be very costly. Both financially and personalijhe purpose of this Teen Driving School was to shtimswkids how to avoid these
mistakes.

We already have Aston Martins in all 4 current G€e classes and, with an announcement yesterdagtmgan specialist
manufacturer Callaway Competition, Chevrolet's @tie/C6 is now set to join that exclusive club t@allaway are already
responsible for the build of the GT3 specificatidarvettes but will now add a GT4 car to their inwey, the GT4.R.
