I 
think you will see versions of this 
picture for years to come.  What 
better way to say “See the USA In 
Your Chevrolet!” 
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As some of you may remember last year I went to Carlisle with the express purpose of getting a new Corsa Extreme axle-
back exhaust system installed. Well this year I planned on just going up and taking in more of the show. 
  
As my exhaust system (now complete with long-tube headers, high-flow cats and a cross-pipe) rumbled I pulled out of my 
driveway on Thursday evening for the drive to Carlisle. I was scheduled to participate in the first all-Corvette American 
Flag Display on Friday morning. While en route I ran into Phil Wasinger in his C4 ZR-1 on US-15 at Leesburg, so we 
ended up forming our own mini Caravan to Carlisle.  
  
The big event of the weekend was the All-Corvette American Flag Display held from 10 AM to 1PM on Friday. At least 4 
NVCCers participated in the flag display, including our President, Rich Mars, Phil Wasinger, Steve Henderson, John 
Palmgren, and one more couple (I think it was Fred and Claudia Wendling, but I'm sorry to say that I'm not sure). The 
display was awesome, and one NVCCer (me) was interviewed by two of the Harrisburg TV stations, WHP-TV21 
and WHTM-TV27, for that evening's broadcasts. The videos can be found on each TV station's website, and the one from 
TV27 has also been uploaded to YouTube. It was truly wonderful to participate in such a patriotic display that started off 
as a dream by Lance Miller. 
  
My father joined me in Carlisle early Friday afternoon as we had planned to stay for the weekend to take in the festivities. 
After the flag display, we parked my Vette on top of the hill near the C5/C6 Registry tent and broke out my own tent for 
some shade. After relaxing for a bit, we took in another fun event on Friday afternoon, the annual burnout contest. This 
year's contest started out with Lance Miller doing a burnout in his uncle's brand new Red Z06. After Lance's display, last 
year's king of the hill (a white '89 coupe) stepped up...with a burnout that lasted about 5 minutes. No wonder he ended up 
winning. Not to be outdone, the crowd was in store for another treat...the workers at Carlisle Events rigged one of the 
fairground golf carts to do burnouts. The worker proceeded to burn out both rear tires until they blew. This year's burnout 
competition included a special exhibition by Digital Corvettes.com which had a C5 and C6 doing a double burnout while 
facing each other. The C5 ended up blowing both rear tires and the engine was in bad shape as well only running on 4 
cylinders when all was said and done, and the C6 blew a clutch early into the burnout. 
  
Once the burnout competition ended it was time to visit Manufacturer's Alley to see what the vendors had to offer. I made 
my annual stop at the Adam's Detailing Products tent to purchase supplies and made an appointment for Saturday to get 
some minor scratches looked at to see if they could buff them out for me. The Pratt and Miller tent was also a pretty cool 
place with a display of the C6RS. And of course several of the the new ZR-1 were on display at the GM tent, so we had 
to stop and oggle over them just like everyone else. Later that night we returned to the Hampton Inn Carlisle parking lot 
and guess what we found in the parking lot...Five ZR-1s all with VIN numbers less than 20! 
  
On Saturday, my Dad and I returned to the show and setup the tent again. On the way in, we saw that the NVCC Caravan 
had arrived and throughout the day, we ran into numerous NVCCers, including Joe and Cel, Laurie Kistner, Don 
Ellenberger, Tom (can't remember his last name but he drives a C6 Monterey Red Convertible), Michael Rierson, and our 
VP, Stuart Fox. The weather throughout the day was great. We joined the parade through downtown Carlisle on Saturday 
night and it went off without a hitch with the Pratt & Miller C6RS and the five ZR-1's leading the way. 
  
Sunday was a little more subdued. We walked around looking at some of the Vettes for sale, took one last stroll through 
the vendors and departed the fair grounds around 1 PM. Later that night I found that I had three raffle tickets for a 1996 
Silver Collector's Edition that were included in my goody bag, but you had to be present to win. I could only hope that 
they didn't pull one of my tickets...Next year I won't leave so early!
