I have again made contact regarding having free exhaust systems (CAT back) installed
on C-6, C-7 and C-8 Corvettes at Corvettes at Carlisle. At this time, I do not have
complete details, but have been told there will be between eight and ten systems installed.

The deal 1s simple: You would need to take vour Corvette to Corvettes at Carlisle on
Wednesday, August 24, 2022 after lunch to have the system installed. Then on Thursday,
Friday_ and Saturdav vou would need to have the vehicle at Carlisle from 8:30 AM until
